� The facsimile editions of the Breviarium Romanum 1568 and Missale Romanum 1570 published by Libreria Editrice Vaticana in 1999 and 1998 respectively have been used to compile this comparison.  In addition a 1572 edition of the Breviarium Romanum (Christopher Plantini, Antwerp, British Library shelfmark 3405.e9), has been consulted for its tables of occurrence and concurrence as these are not printed in the editio princeps.


� ‘1970’ in this context refers to the rite promulgated by Paul VI and amended by his successors.  The Vatican Ordo for 2001 – 2002 published by Libreria Editrice Vaticana has been used as the authentic reference for this rite. 


� Until the reforms of Urban VIII (1623-44) Gloria tibi Domine, Qui surrexisti a mortuis, Cum Patre et Sancto Spiritu, In sempiterna sæcula.  Note the correlation between the second line of the Doxology and the verse in the responsory at Prime.  In the 1632 editon of the Breviary the Doxology became Deo Patri sit gloria, Et Filio qui a mortuis, Surrexit ac Paraclito, In sempiterna sæcula.


� Before the Pian reform of 1911-13 Ps. 118, the ‘Psalm of the Law,’  was invariably sung at the Horæ Minoræ.  This psalm consists of 176 verses divided into twenty-two sections of eight verses (octaries).  The verses of the octaries begin with the same Hebrew letter starting with Aleph and proceeding through the Hebrew alphabet.  The octaries begin at Prime and are concluded at None.  In this comparison we have used the term festal to differentiate subsequent changes but in the Tridentine Rite Ps. 118 was always sung, regardless of feast or feria, at the Hours, hence ‘festal’ in the Tridentine column.


� In the pre-Urban VIII version of the hymns this was Gloria tibi Domine, Qui scandis super sidera, Cum Patre et Sancto Spiritu, In sempiterna sæcula.  In the 1632 Breviary it becomes Jesu tibi sit gloria, Qui victor in cælum redis, Cum Patre et almo Spiritu, In sempiterna sæcula.


� In the 1970 Missal two prefaces for the Ascension are given.


� The ceremonies for the Vigil of Pentecost were obligatory in all Cathedral, Collegiate and Parochial churches.  With the experimental Easter Vigil in its second incarnation (1952-55) the ceremonies of the Vigil of Pentecost were to be omitted where the new ad libitum Easter Vigil had been performed.  With the publication of the new order for Holy Week (16 Nov 1955) the ceremonies for the Vigil of Pentecost were abolished completely.


� In the pre-Urban VIII version of the hymns this was: Gloria Patri Domino, Natoque qui a mortuis, Surrexit ac Paraclito, In sæculorum sæcula.  In the reformed version: Deo Patri sit gloria, Et Filio qui a mortuis, Surrexit ac Paraclito, In sæculorum sæcula.


� In the 1970 Missal six Common Prefaces are given.


� The structure of the Masses for Wednesday and Saturday Ember Days consists of a series of collects and readings (on Wednesday just one of each) before the normal collects and readings.  “One collect” in this sense means that the ‘orationes pro diversitate temporum’ or of an occurring simplified feast are not said.


� The Suffrage of the Blessed Virgin is not sung at Lauds and Vespers when the Little Office of the BVM has been sung.


� Where a collect is indicated ‘ad libitum’ this means the collect sung is at the choice of the celebrant: not that the collect is optional and can be omitted.


� In the pre-Urban VIII form: Gloria tibi Domine, Qui natus es de Virgine, Cum Patre, et Sancto Spiritu, In sempiterna sæcula.  From 1632 onwards: Jesu tibi sit gloria, Qui natus es de Virgine, Cum Patre et almo Spiritu, In sempiterna sæcula.


� The preface of the Nativity was used in classical Roman Rite for Corpus Christi and its Octave because, as the late Msgr. Alfred Canon Gilbey pointed out to the author, the Nativity and the Eucharist are both aspects of the same mystery of the Incarnation.


� Two prefaces of the Eucharist are given in the 1970 Missal.
